SATAN (satan;, Helrew Satan Gk. Satnas an "adversary,
oppment"), thechief of fallen sprits.

SCRIPTURE NAMES AND TITLES

Scripture Names and Titles Satanis also called the devil, the
dragon,theevil one theangd of theabyss,theruler of this worl,
the prince of the power of theair, thegod ofthis world, Apollyon,
Abaddon Belial, and Bedzelub. But Satan and the devil are the
namesmostfrequently given Theterm Satanis usedin its gereric
sensein (1 Ki. 11:14,)"The Lord raised upan alversary [satan] to
Sdomon, Hadadthe Edomite." It is usedn thesame sesein(1 Ki.
1123; 1 Sam 29: 4; Num. 2222 (cf. 2 Sam 19:22; 1 Kin. 5:4;
11:25; Ps. 109:6).

The Bble clearlyteaches thathere is both a natural, aterial
world as well as an invisible and spritual world. The domain of
physical human bengs is the physical world, whereas the
“heaverlies” are pegple or occupied by sprit bangs. Amongthese
spirit bangs there are two dasses, thegoad and theevil.

In the Sciptures, both hky and urholy spirit being are
designatedas angels (Rew.2:7). Lhusially the unhdty angels are
referredtoasdemons trarslated intheKing JanesVersion as devil s.
They are called seaphim, cherubim, angds, principalities, powers,
rulersof thedarkness of ths age(Eph.6:12), throne dominion (Cadl.
1:16), fallen angels (P4. 2:4), spirits in gison (I P¢. 3:18-20),
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denons, seducing $gts (1 Tim. 4:1).

There ae an fnnumerable ompanyof angels,” (Hebr.12:22.
Theyarerefeared toas ‘mighty angels” but theyarenot almghty (2
Thess.1:7). Oneargd destroyed 185000 0f the Assyianarmies in
a night (2 Kin. 19:35). Oneangd rolled away the stane from the
tomb of Jesus and one angel will bind Satan and cast him into the
“bottomless pt.” They are glorious beings according to (Lk. 9:26)
and theyseemto pos®sgrea knowledgebutthey are notommniscient
~ dl know. The angds ae “all ministaing sprits, sent forth to
minister (serve¥or them wilo shall be heirs of salvation” (Hebr.
1:1314). Theyarealso responble for ‘taking vengeance on them
tha know not God and that obey not the gogd of our Lord Jesus
Christ’ (2 Thess. 1:7-8).

The chief of thefallen angds is an achangd who hasat least
forty names given in Scripture.ddne ae proper nams, but others
are desaiptive. For example, in (Rev. 12:10) he is cdled the
“accuser of the brethreh He is called “t hat old Sepent,” (Rev.
20:2), indicating his gule, Lucifer, “Son of the Maning,” (Isa.
14:12), hs title when hefell. Devil means “accuser or slanérer,”
and it is of Greek origin (Rev. 129). Satan means “adversary or
resistet” andis of Hebrew ongin; “Apollon,” means “destroyer,”
theterm® Dragon.” Spe&ks d his power. He is dso called “P rince
of devils.” (Matt. 9:34), “Prince of this world,” (Jn. 12:31),
“Belial,” isimpliedto behistitlein (Il Cor. 6:15). In (Il Kin. 1:2,
6, 16), he isreferred to as “Bedzebub” implying a prince of
demons.As Dr. Lewis S Chafer says, “In power, prominence and
importance, Saan appeas in the Bide seond only tothe Trinity.”

Two of his nost paverful names are

“T he prince of the power of the air,” (Eph. 2:2), and“ the god
of this world,” (age)(2 Cor.4:4).

ALL HAL LOWS EVE

Halloween orALL HALLOWS'EVE, wasorgindly afedival of
fire for thedead and the powers ofdakness.It istheevening of 31
Octdbe, the nght before the Christianfedival of Hallows or ALL
SAINTS DAY.

All Hallows' Day commenmorates the saints andantyrs,and was
firstintroducedin the7thcentury. Its dde waschanged from May 13
to November 1 inthefollowing century, probably to makeit caincide
with and Christianize apagan festival of thedead All Sauls Dayin
the Ronan Catholic calendar isdVenber 2.1t is markedby prayers
for the sauls d the dead

Beforethe conng of Christianiy, the pagan Celts in northern
Europehdd two gred fire festivals eadh yea, Bdtane of theeve of
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May 1 and Samhain on the eve of November 1 to maik the
beginning of summer and winter. Thesedaes have no connection
with the equinogsor solsices,orwith sowing and reaping, but seem
to date fromvery early timeswhen Celtic sogety dgpendad heawvly
on cattle forsubsisence.Sanhain nmarked the beginnopof winter
and wasthe time when the catle were brouglt in from pasture to
spend tle winter under coverlt was also the begimmg of a new
yea. Because the Cdtic day started atsursd, and ran to the
following sursd, thefedival began ontheeve of November 1.

Bonfires on high hills were a blatant feaure of The Old
Halloween ntes thoughin England they have been gradudly
transferred toNovember 5 to mark the arest d Guy Fawkes. In the
1860s a traveler itscotlanccounted 30ires on the hilltopbetwea
Dunkdd and Aberfeldy, eachwith acircle of people dancdng round
Done to the end of the 19th century, fires blazed on the hills in
Larcashire on the eve of All Hallows.

DIVINATION

Thosewho practicedfortunetellingand divination foundthat this
was the nighthat theyhadthe nost swcessTheycalled upon Satan
to blesstheir efforts. One form of divination was to put applesin a
tub and lob for them. The onewho first siccessiully came up with
one without putting them in his teeth was to have good luck
throughouttheyea. They would thenpeel theapples and thow the
peeling oer their shoulders and thenickly look aroum. They
expected to see a vision or an apparition of the one they were to
marry.

SACRIFICES

These things happered several certuries befoe CHRIST.
Sacrificeswere nace to the gods, especially the god of death -
Sanhan (pronownced Sah win). Saaifices dl the way from
vegetable too human were offered. Thiswent on and on, and, in some
parts of the world, still goes on today.

8th CENTURY

In the 8th century, the Pe, in aneffort to ge the people to quit
the festival of Sarhain, invented All Sats Day(Nov. 1). This was
an atempt to gd the people to turn away from the horible
obsevarnce of Samhan. All Sants Day was irtended to horor the
martyrs of the Romanperseautions. It did notwork! It never works
to Christianizeapagan hdiday. Theholy and theprofanedonotmix.

A.Inlreland,duning thefegival of Samhan, childrenwould dress
like IMPS and fairies to ledithe ghasts and gblins out of town after
theFeast d Sanhan. In England, after All Sants' Day wascreated
children would dress in each othe's dothes and g door-to-door
begging for sou cakes

In Odober 1692 the pyal governa, William Phips, disbanded
the witch ocourt in Salem When he court enddl, it had ordered 20
people executed, and hd&0othersconfessto being witches. fiere
were 142 people in jail awaiting tial and warants outstanding
against200others.

In 1982, a bevtching messageappeared in the nespapers
aaoss America. .. Sdem, Massahusdtsis no longetrying to hide
its past as the witch-burningmtal. As thedirectorof Salen's Witch
Museum putit, "We hawe theimage anyvay, why fightit? The city
was hopng to capitalize on its reputaion that Halloween with a
saiesof Halloween events apsychic festival, amagc and juggling
show apaadeandacostumebadl. "A Great Pumpkin ha-air badloon
will risefrom a "pumpkin pach" on a watefront whaif. Old Town
Hall will be turned into a hauntedolise and thre will even be a
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Monste Mash recard dance!” But, there would also be srious
lectures and exhibits on the hysteia of 1692 when oolonists
exeauted 20 women bdieved to be witches and imprisoned 150
others:

A dictionary might say "A witch is a person wd practices
witchcraft.

magic."An encyclopedia elates:'The use obuppmsed suprnatural
powers for antisodal needs." Notice "suppceal.” You seemary of
theintellectuds in ou lif eime have denied supenatural power any
supenaural power. God a Saan. Of course we, as ban-agan
Christians, realize tha there are two supenatural powers in the
world. Oneis the supemaural force of Satanand hs denons.The
other, the supematural force of Christ andHis angds. There is no
such thing asa neutral power in the universe. A more scolary
definition might be: "Witchcraft t&kes nany forms but, in every
cas, itis artisccial.”

Middle-aged very atradive, shejustdid notlook
like the hodked-nosehag nding a broomstick acrossthe full moon of
folklore. Jet black haiframing Elizabeth &ylor type made-up egs
(with the indspensal® long black flowing robe and scepter) disgidy
the face of the moden witch. She embodied an apealing, amost
respectalde, contenporarty concept of Satans trenmendousforce of evil .

"Witches from all over the countrygather fortheir annual
Witches Ball at the Metro Club in Boston," Mrs. Cabot related while
being filmed during peparaionsfor the Ball. As she talked in a sweet
melodious voice, weird hypnotic music pumped in the background.
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Disco lights @mntinuously tirobbedthroughthedimly lit room giving
aneere feding of expectation.

"When peoplethink aboutwitches, thething they probably think
about is Wester's [ictionarys definitionwhich says ‘an uglyold hag
who @aworts with demonsor devil s or aperson who makesa pact with
the devil with bloal," Mrs. Cabot related:Of coursethat's not true at
all. Peqgple think dl kinds d thingstha are weird and odd beausethe
word "witch" has been used loyher societies and cultures as a digpos
for the ills of the edh. Also, everyhingthat is contemtible in anyform
Is atributed totheword 'witch' or the people.Theword 'witch’ comes
from the words nmagus, mag, and mage, which smply mean 'a wise
person. . . a seker, a knowledge”

The governor of Mssachusettsad prot¢aimed her Official Witch
of Salem("Witch City"). Shehad beencalling heself awitch snceshe
was 16 years old. Her childhood, she claimed, was full of mystic and
psychic expeiernces. Her two daughters, Jod/ and Peny, are aso
witches,as areabout 3® other wonen who live in Salemwitchcraft
has thrived in this New England village where justthree certuries ago
200 women were put on trial accusel of bang witches. Nineteen of
themwere hanged for the afhse.

Cabot said it was a stua@yf sciencerequiring various ldlls. "A witch
has tobeanadrologer, anagrononer, astudent of amatomy, mind, brain
and psydiology.

Mrs. Cabot and her two daughters prefessional witches: They
involve themsdves in readng Tarot cards, making predctions and
potions,caging spels, and runring awitchcraft-relatedsh@.

Is avehicle for "undestanding" howto hep people whomcomesfrom
all overtheworld. Peopleask Mrs.Cabot "Wha do you nmean thatyou
are awitch? Do you really believe in this stuff . . . and what is it all
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about?" Mrs. Cabot bdieves the shophas beome an "open door for
education' and hasadways encouraged her two daughters to develop
psychic alilities. Bah girls, naurally, decided dso to becane witches)

Jodycalmly stated: "It would bevery easy to cdl oursdves by
other terns for thatword, 'witch'. Whenyou reallyunderstand #h real
terminology of theword, 'witch', it redly is abeauiful word. It's nd a
bad or evl thing and it's smething that I'm proud of."

Penny, an ordinary looking teernager, desaibed her motherasone
of he best friends. Besides baeng a witch, very knowledgeabde, and
teaching me a lotof thingsnot many other people could havwe taught . .

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turned furiously The dhers began to chant while their bodies sadhy
to thegradudly accelerating rhythm. Lights flickered, cutting through
sani-darkness and reflecting weird flashes acrosswalls and ceilings.
Multicolored neon witchcraft signs- five pointed strs and aescent
moons- hung fromthe roof of the b&toom. The nusic's beat rose as
Mrs. Cabot spurfaster fader, casting her spells . . pushing forwad
witchcraft revival - no longe in terms of the sugpicious cronecooking
frogs' and bats' ugs ina giant badk pot; but ratherjn the formof a
voluptuaus, sensuouwoman. . . (more sophistated and therefe,
more deady). The flaunting camouflage of evil could not conced the
powers of darkness.Everyone watching could hardly deny that
sonrething omnous was going on Good Morning, America could
certanly claim the distirction of havig made wtchcraft nore
appealing, hamless,full of deep mystay and excitement.

Fromthis expsure byGoodMorning, Americaone can see that
Halloween ismoretothewitches'cults thancosume paties and legons
of young trick-or-treaters gang doa to door dresed & glouls and
goblins. It isa"hallowed"dayfor thewitch,thebeginnng of their New
Year.

Halloween was establishely ancient Druids (pagan high priekts
who built Stonebnge in England. Churctipn'ttreatit with a celdrated
atmosplere.lt's a sepus nightfor thedemonsand Satanists, with mary
innocert lives beng sacrificedand much fea and terror ingtilled into he
souk of vidims.

First, it wasbdieved thatthedeadwould riseoutof thar gravesand
wander the countryside trying to return to the homes where they
formerly lived. Frighterned villagers tried to appease these wardering
spirits by offering them gifts offruits and nutdf notplacaed villagers,
feared that the spirits would kill their flocks or destroy their property.
Thistheorigin of our presert day Trick-or-trea! In a custam born out
of superstition, and pagansugerstition & that!

Also, it's ablagphermous peversion of the Christian bdief in the
Resurretion, in aglorified, immortal body In Druidism the ded are
raised as harifying creaturesof thenight, hideausmonsers, decaying
skeletons, vampires, etc., they received not glorified bodies bu
grotesqueonses; ot immortal bodies bu inhunanones.

Second, Samhan wasthesupene nigh of Denonicjubilation. This
was a celbration of the beginnig of ‘Winter and D&kness,’as day
light grew noticeably shater, and nght lengthier. The hoads of hdl
would roam theearth in awild celebration of dakness ad ceah, dl in
hona of Sanhan! Thepoormortal forcedtotravel on sich anight! The
only thing thesuperstitious peagple knew to do © protect themsdves on
sud an oaasion wasto masgjueaade as ore of thedamonic hoad, and
hopdully blend in umoticed among them This is the origin of
Halloween magqqueading as devils, imps, orgies, and ahe demonic
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credures

SUPERNATURAL AND MATERIAL

TheBibleclealy teaches thatthere is both anaural, material world
aswell as an invisitke and spiritual world. e donain of physical
humanbeangs isthephysicalworld, whereasthe*heavenlies” arepeople
or occupied by sprit bangs. Among these sprit beings there ae two
clases,thegoad and theevil.

In the Sciptures, both hly and unhty spirit being are designated
as angels (Rev. 12.7). Unuswly the unholy angels are referred to as
demons,trarslaed in theKing JanesVersion as devils.

They are called “saaphim, cherubim, angds, principalities, powers,
rulers of the darkness of this ag,” (Eph. 6:12), “throne, dominion,”
(Col. 1:16), “fallenangd,” (2 Pd. 2:4), “spirits in pnson,” (I Pet 3:18-
20), denons, seducing $fits, (I Tim. 4:1).

Ther ae a1 “innumerable ompany of angels,”(Heb. 12:22).
They arereferred to as fhighty angels” but theyarenot almghty (2
Thess.1:7). One angel detroyed 185000 of the Assyianarmies ina
night (2 Kings 19:35). One angel rolled away the stone from the tomb
of Jesus and @angel wl bind Satan ad cast himnto the“b ottomess
pit.” They aregloriousbangsaacordingto (Lk.9: 26) And they seemto
posesgreat knowledge but they are ot ormisadent -- all know.

The angels ae “all ministeringspirits,sent brth tominister (serve)
for themwho shdl be hears of savation” (Heh. 1:13-14). They are dso
responsike for ‘taking vengeance on thethat know not God and that
obeynot the gspel of our Lord Jesus ChrigR Thess. 1.7-8).

The chief of thefallen amgds is an achangd who hasat least forty
names given in Scripture.Sone ae proper nams, but others are
descriptive. Foexanple, in Revelton 12:10 he is called thetcuser
of thebrethren” Heis called “tha old Sempent,” (Rev. 202), indicating
hisguile, Ludfer, “San oftheMorning,” (Isa 1412), histitle when he
fell. Devil means “accisa or slandaer,” and it is of Greek origin
(Revelation 12:9). San neans'adversaryr resisér,” and is of Horew
origin; “Apollon,” means “destroyer,” theterm“Dragon’” Spe&s d his
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power. Heis ako cdled “Prince ofdevils” (Matt. 9:34), “Prince of this
world,” (Jn. 12:31), “Belial,” i s implied tobehis title in (Il Cor. 6:15.)
In (Il Ki. 1: 2, 6, 16,) he is referred to as “Beelzebub,” implying a
prince of dermns. AsDr. Lewis S.Chafersays, “In power,promnence
and importance, Saanappearsin the Bible seond only to the Trinity.”

Two of his nost paverful nanmes are

“Theprince of thepower of theair,” (Eph.2:2) and “thegodof this
world,” (age) (2 Cor4:4).

Sdan’s oigin is shrauded in mystay. There are two passaes of
Scripture toexplain his origin. (Eze&. 28:11-19,) and (Isa. 1412-17.)

Dr. Chafer points out the “Denon influence, like their activity, is
prompted by two notives: kut to hinder the pumpose of God for
humanty, and o extend the authority of Satan They therefae, a the
command of ther king, willingly coopeate in all his God-dishonaing
undertaking. Thisinfluenceis exercisedbothto msleadthe unsaved
and to wage an incasing war gainst tle believer, (Eph. 6:12).

Derek Prince writes, “Today, by divine providence, the veils of
convention and carnality are one again beng drawn aside, and the

It's had to
desaibe that satsfaction." *?

12:15-16), Jeaus rebuked a kwish leader, “You hypocrited Doean't
eachof you on the Sabbath untie {€ekLuo, loose} hisox or donkey
fromthestdl and leadit outto giveit water? Slould not this woman,
adaughterof Abraham whomSatanhas ket bound{ Greek deq bind}
for eighteen long yeas, besd free { Greek Luo, loosg on he Sakbah
day from whatbound her."®

The Jevish leaders in the dayf Christ understoodnly the natural
pat of binding or looking, and He was showirg themthrough the
encounterwith thewomanbourd by infirmity tha binding and looking
had a supernaturaide. Notice that Jesus saigecifically that it was
Saan who obundthewoman

It is untedable tha the Jevish leaders were furiouswith Jesis for
telling Hisdisciples thatheyhadtheauthorityto bindandloose sice
they were not pat of the prescribed Jewish religious/political system.
Theyfelt that He wagjiving themauthoritythat Hehad no right taive.
Theydid nd understand He as givingthemauthorityin the unseen
realm im heavenly places This the realm where thered binding and
looking occur and from which dl thingson theearth canbebound a
loosed-disallowed or allowed."

CHRISTIAN AUTHORITY

Christiars receivethar authority from JesusChrist and dl authority
is vested in Him Evelwy believer has the authoyithat has been
ddegaed tothem by JesusChrist. “And he sad unto them, Go ye into
all the world and preach the gospel to evecyeature.16 He that
bdieveth andis bapizedshdl be saved; but he thabeleveth not $dl
be damned.17

“One d them,
contraryto the wanings ofthepeople in tie aea,ordered dree which
had been enshrined I8atanic prists to e cut cown. On the dayhat
thelast lranch ofthetreewaslopped off, thepasta collapsel and ded.
The second mniste commanded that a fetish shiine be demolished,
When it was destrad, he suffred astroke.”°

These tw well-meaning saintrobably attacked these shrines
doulting that the heathen priest did iatve anypower.However,they
truly do have grea power that abides if it is not met with superior
supernatural power.

At first glance the Mexican custom dEl Dia de los Muertos— the Dayof
the Dea — maysound much lik the U.S. custom of Hallowee After all, the
celebration traditionallystarts amidnightthenightof Od. 31, and the &ivities are
abundant in imagp réated to detn.

But the eistoms have diffent origns, and their attitudesward death ee
different: h the typical Hdloween festivitiesdeath issomething tde feared. But
in el dia de los muertpsleath — oatleastthememorieof thosewhohavedied —
is something to beetebiated.

El dia de los muertgsvhich continuesuntil Nov. 2, has becomene of the
biggest holidag in Mexco, andceldrations a& beoming morecommon in aras
of the United Sttes with a large Hispanic pgpulation. Its aigins are digtinctly
Mexican: During the time of the Aztecs, monthlong summereatebation was
oversen bythe goddess Micteacihudl, the Ladyof the Dead. After the Aztecsare
conquered by Span and Cahdicism became the dominant religion, the cusoms
becaneintertwinedwith theChristian ommemoratiorof All Saints' D& on Nov.
1.

Specifics ofthe céebraion varywith regon, butone of the most common
cugoms isthemaking of daborate dtars to welcomedeparted irits home Vigils
are held, and families oftengyto cemetges to fix up he gaves of their dpartel
relaives. Fetivitiesalso frequentlyinclude traitional foods such gsan de muwerto
(bread of thedead) which ca concal a miniatureskeleton.
